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Ferret Care

FERRET – (Mustela Furo)

Origin: Europe (Not a wild animal – exists nowhere in the wild, strictly a domestic animal)

Life expectancy: 8 to 11 years

GENERAL CARE

FEEDING:
A dry cat food served either dry or moistened.  Linatone is recommended as a vitamin supplement to keep your pet’s coat in proper condition.  Fresh drinking water should be supplied in a water bottle attached to their cage.

BEHAVIOR:
Ferrets are vary inquisitive and intelligent animals.  They usually will get along well with dogs and cats in most cases, however, supervision should be given until animals are used to each other.  We recommend ferrets be handled by small children only with adult supervision.  Although, not a vicious animal, young ferrets will “play bite” much like young puppies and may unintentionally nip a little too hard if over-excited, frightened, and/ or mishandled.  Your ferret should only be allowed to roam free under strict supervision, as ferrets have limited eyesight and a very poor sense of direction and could easily become lost.  Ferrets can also be litter-box trained with a little persistence and patience.  

HOUSING:
For your pet’s safety, we recommend a cage of at least 14’’ x 24’’ to confine it at night or when someone is not available to supervise it.  Wood shavings can be used on the floor of cage and must be changed frequently.  If the cage is large enough, omit shavings and add for ease of cleaning.
