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Green Iguana
(Iguana iguana)

in the wild, Iguanas live in the rain forests of the Central and South America.  Due to the demands of the wildlife and pet trade, and the destruction of the rain forests, iguanas are considered to be threatened and therefore are listed on appendix II of the convention of international trade of endangered species or CITES. This means in order for anyone to take an iguana across the borders, they must get a special permit.
In their natural habitat, the young hatchlings mainly stay in the leafy dim lower levels of the rainforest canopy, while older, more mature iguanas, spend most of their time higher up in the canopy where it is lighter and drier.  In their native habitat, anything bigger than an iguana, views it as lunch.  When you first get you iguana it will take a little while for it to realize that it isn’t your between meal snack.  
Lighting
A typical day in the rain forrest for  a wild iguana would be to wake up, climb high up to a nice warm basking spot  and lay there for a couple of hours until they are nice and warm.
