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Rabbit Care

Rabbit – (Leporidae Lagomorpha)

Origin- Their natural geographic range encompasses the middle latitudes of the Western Hemisphere. In the Eastern Hemisphere rabbits are found in Europe, portions of Central and Southern Africa, the Indian subcontinent, Sumatra, and Japan.
Life expectancy: 5 – 7 years

General Care

FEEDING:  
Basic diet consists of a commercially prepared pellet food formulated for rabbits.  Supplements include apples and carrots and dried alfalfa.  Fresh drinking water should be supplied in a water bottle attached to the cage.

BEHAVIOR:
One is usually kept as a pet although two females will live peacefully together if the cage is large enough.  Males tend to become aggressive and territorial toward each other as they mature.  Rabbits are generally very docile by nature and recommended pets for children.  

HOUSING:
Place cage away from drafts and hot sun.  Ideal temperature: 65-72 degrees.  Wire bottom cages, that keep the rabbit from stepping in its own waste, are best.  Honey sticks and small pieces of unpainted and untreated wood allow the animal to gnaw and keep it’s teeth worn to a proper and healthy length.
